AUSTRALIA'S NATIONAL VIDEOTEX SERVICE

Shortly, a new computer-based
information service will be available from
Telecom to all levels of business and
domestic users. Telecom’s videotex
system will be known as VIATEL.

What is videotex?

Videotex is a low cost, easy to use,
computer-based information retrieval system that
uses the existing telephone network to distribute
information. The system uses a central computer
to store data and displays information on your
TV set, special videotex terminals or adapted
home computers.

Access to the stored information is gained simply
by pressing a button on a small key pad. Once
connected, any single page out of the thousands
available can be instantly displayed on the TV screen
by keying in the appropriate number. Users need no
prior knowledge or training in the use of computers.

The system is two-way. The user sends
commands to the computer which responds with
appropriate information. This two-way flow allows the
user to communicate with the system and act on
information received. For example you can find out
flight availability to New York by simply keying the
appropriate codes. The relevant information will be
shown on the monitor and you may even be able to
book a seat on a particular flight.

A user will be able to deal directly with any Service
Provider (those responsible for putting information and
services on videotex) and make many types of
transactions directly from home or business. These
will include purchasing and ordering goods, hotel
bookings, home banking, requesting information,
making suggestions, sending information. Many of
these transactions can be made by connecting
through the Telecom VIATEL gateway to the
computers of the Company you wish to deal with.

The transactions may be completed immediately.

What information will Viatel supply?

Private organisations and individuals will supply
the information and services for the Viatel videotex
system. Any organisation or individual will be able to

buy space and store information on the system. It will
be the responsibility of the Service Provider to decide
whether they wish to charge the user for the
information stored in the system.

Videotex is an ideal way for businesses and private
individuals to gain access to a wide range of
information and services. The initial list may include
stock market information, exchange rates, trade fairs,
airline schedules, commaodity prices, world economic
indicators, company reports, in fact all day-to-day
information normally required of a business nature. For
the general user the list may include restaurant and
theatre guides, consumer advice, news headlines,
weather reports, travel and holiday information, games
and shopping information with more subjects added as
they become available from Service Providers.

Connecting to Viatel

All that will be necessary is a videotex terminal or a
videotex adaptor for your existing TV set or computer
and a normal telephone service. It is expected that a
number of TV set manufacturers will provide videotex
sets and/or adaptors. These may be purchased or
rented in just the same way as a normal TV. The
videotex terminal or adaptor can then be plugged into
the normal telephone socket. After a simple
registration procedure users may take advantage of
this revolutionary information system.

When can | connect to Viatel?

Telecom is proceeding with the installation of its
National Videotex System and will launch its public
Videotex Service, Viatel, in February 1985.

Prior to the launch Telecom will operate a
Preparatory Service to allow Service Providers to
establish a comprehensive Data Base for the
introduction of the public service in February 1985.

You may not yet be familiar with the terms
associated with Telecom’s Viatel service. To help
you better understand this price list, we've
included a simple glossary of terms here.

CLOSED USER GROUPS. Frames of
information which can only be accessed by
certain users nominated by the

Service Provider.

DATA BASE. The information held on
the Viatel computer, set out in
frames and pages.

FACTORING. A fee charged by Telecom to
Service Providers to cover the cost of biling
users for charged information.

FRAME. One screen full of information on
the Viatel system (approx. 960 characters).

GATEWAY. A service that allows Service
Providers with their own computers to
channel their information directly into the
Viatel system.

MESSAGES. Communications sent by
Viatel users to other Viatel users.

MINOR SERVICE PROVIDER. A Service
Provider with a small number of frames of
information, offered in packages of 20 and
50 by Viatel.

SERVICE PROVIDER. Anyone who
rents space on the Viatel system and
offers information to users as a service
or for a charge.

SUB SERVICE PROVIDER. Anyone
who rents space on Viatel from a
Service Provider.

USERS. Anyone who uses the information
or services available on Viatel.
